Tom Bozigian, of Los 
Angeles, California, is 
an internationally rec-
ognized dance in-
structor. He is a 
graduate of the Arme-
nian State Choreo-
graphic Academy and 
also holds a Bachelor 
of Arts Degree (B.A.) 
in Russian Area Stud-
ies and a Master of Arts Degree (M.A.) in Education from 
Fresno State University. He is fluent in three languages: Eng-
lish, Armenian and Russian. He unites the elements of profes-
sional dancer-choreographer/linguist/musician to support his 
far-reaching research on the subject of Armenian dance eth-
nography. Tom Bozigian is particularly sought out for his ex-
tensive knowledge of dances from the pre-1915 period and 
has presented some of his material to institutes and ensembles 
throughout Armenia. His dance expertise also covers dances 
of the Armenian Diaspora and new folk dances. Tom Bozigian’s 
teaching has taken him to most continents of the world. He has 
been commissioned to set suites of Armenian dances for both 
Armenian and non-Armenian dance ensembles in various 
countries, and he regularly tours the Orient and Europe teach-
ing Armenian dance.
